Criterion 17 – Good medical records

Here we are looking at ten clinical entries from ten of your clinical
consultations.

A suggested way to tackle this:

Be proactive and consider that "this week am going to do this section"

The entries do not need to be consecutive so chose 10 cases and write
them up well. Remember this is an exam.

Consider the tick box at the start of the section, these are the
competencies the assessors are looking for i.e. entries that can be
understood, a good history and examination recorded, investigations
where applicable and a clear problem obvious. The essence of the
matter is "if a doctor who does not know this patient is about to
consult with the patient, by reading your entry he would have a clear
idea what happened in the previous consultation, the working diagnosis
and what your plan for the patient was".

Do select cases that you are happy with, do not cause problems for
yourself by submitting cases that have been managed inappropriately.

Enter in the Clinical Entry section exactly what is in your patient
case records

Finally, after collating your 10 entries you fill in the tick box and
please only tick competencies if they are in the notes
