The Royal College of GPs welcomes the Dementia Strategy which is timely and recognises the increasing significance of this important condition.  Dementia is a condition which is likely to have an increasing impact on society and on the services required to support those with dementia.  We welcome plans to enhance GPs knowledge and skills in the management of dementia both in its early assessment and diagnosis and in ongoing care.  We support the development of memory services and the involvement of specialist services both in confirming diagnosis and in ongoing management.  With regard to the support of people with dementia we believe general practitioners must remain central to the management and care of those with dementia.  We particularly support the importance of respite facilities in relation to not just the sufferer but also the carers who often are involved 24 hours a day 7 days a week.
