Criterion 5 Drugs and Equipment
This Criterion should be relatively straightforward to do. 
You are first asked to list the drugs you hold. Candidates at Study days often ask us "Do you mean the drugs we carry in our doctor's bag?" This criterion is not about where you hold your drugs but which drugs you have access to, to meet the ACUTE medical needs of your patients. You should think, system by system, of the drugs necessary for this. 
For example Cardiovascular - Opiate(but see later), Aspirin, GTN, Furosemide and Atropine will suffice here. 
You should list all your drugs including the form and dose and state what a particular drug is used for in the proforma provided. 
Remember to include an alternative to Benzyl Penicillin in patients who are allergic to this drug, for the management of patients suspected of meningococcal meningitis. 
If you're a GP who no longer carries an Opiate (and many practices don't) then you need to justify this here. Also comment on any drugs you carry which are departures from common practice.
You now need to do the same for equipment. Remember to include the basics (stethoscope etc). We do not insist on a prescriptive list but, as a minimum, you should think of all equipment you need to meet the acute needs of your patients. For example, if you've neither a nebuliser nor a large volume spacer device you cannot properly manage acute asthma.
Importantly you need to tell us about your system for quality control of your drugs and if you carry opiates, how you meet the Controlled Drug regulations.
