Criterion 8 – Emergency Admissions
This is one of the Criteria that we ask you to bring copies of the notes to the oral. It will always be discussed in Oral 1 and as assessors we feel this gives us real insight into the quality of care provided by you, the candidate, to your patients.

Advice would be-

 

-do read and re-read the candidate instructions carefully, filling in all the necessary times, dates etc

-we are looking for cases that require assessment there and then, on the day. They do not need to be crashing emergencies, but do need to be cases you see, assess, and decide need hospital treatment that day. This may be an admission to a hospital ward, or may be for ?admission ?assessment- e.g. the assessment of a possible DVT (When after assessment the patient may not be admitted).

-we are interested in how you assess the patient and want to know examination findings and what makes you decide to admit the patient.
-we are interested in how you communicate with the hospital and also the carers and of course the patient. Do write all this down
-the cases do not need to be consecutive, so give us interesting cases "your best shot" as it were. This is an exam remember and we want to see what you can do when you're performing at your best.

-we need a scanned or direct copy of what you have written in the records . This can usually be cut and pasted from computer records, but if not, please type word for word what has been documented. We do not need a copy of the referral letter to the hospital but if you have this you can bring it on the day of the oral.

-we need to know the outcome of the admission so please include this .

This should be a straightforward section. Remember to describe all you have thought and done, so that it can be clear to the assessors exactly what has happened and why
