The RCGP Mersey Faculty is delighted to announce the 2026 Mersey Faculty GP Registrar Award. This award is open to GP Registrars within Merseyside, Cheshire and Isle of Man who are RCGP members in good standing.  


We invite peers to nominate Registrar colleagues detailing why they feel they should be awarded this prize with some examples for reasoning.  You can self-nominate for this award.  For this award can we ask that the application reflects on the following, but does not need to be exhaustive of: 

· Where possible tell us your story of any work carried out above and beyond the call of duty.

· In your own words, comment on your commitment to patient care.  For example, innovative idea(s) to make the patient journey more user friendly, how you feel you communicate/support patients from various minority groups (Armed forces, LGBTQ+, IMGs, visible/non visible disabilities, sight/hearing impaired), and any example(s) of how you support patients to care for themselves, improve and maintain a healthy lifestyle.

· Reflect on any areas where you have tried to make the workplace more environmentally friendly/sustainable and/or tried to reduce carbon footprint.

· Please reflect on how you look after your own health and wellbeing to counteract the stress and demands of the role (examples: health & wellbeing activities, activities interests outside the workplace).


How to apply: 

Please submit your application (below) via email to mersey@rcgp.org.uk by midnight on 10th August 2026. An acknowledgement receipt will be sent to you within 3 working days of receiving your application.  All applicants will be notified of the decision on (or shortly after) the closing date.  Please note:  If you have been a recipient of this award within three previous years the application will be rejected.  
  
Eligibility and terms and conditions: 
· The Awards are open to all GP Registrars within the Mersey Faculty area.
· Application is by nomination, including self-nomination, and must be made on the application form below.
· In the interests of openness and transparency, the adjudicators will be judging anonymised award applications for this award. All personal details will be removed before being sent to the panel.
· The award will be adjudicated by a panel from RCGP Mersey Faculty board.
· The nominee must not have been a recipient of this award in the previous three years.  

Awards process:  

The eligible applications will be reviewed by the RCGP Mersey Faculty Awards Committee.  Faculty Provost or Chair will have the final say on selected recipients.  Recipients of the awards will receive an engraved plaque and certificate. 

All prize recipients will be invited to the RCGP Mersey Awards evening which this year will take place in November.  Final date and venue will be communicated to you ahead of the event.  A maximum of 6 places at the awards evening will be allocated for the award recipient and guests.
